HOSTILE FORCES OVERSERS:: -

THE CHINES:Zz COMMUNIST PARTY AND THE HIGHEST GOVERNMENT BODY, THE
STATE COUNCIL, HAS SAID THE TURMOIL IN PEKING HAS DEVELOPED INTO A .
HORRIFYING COUNTER-REVOLUTIONARY RIOT AND HAS ACCUSED WHAT THEY CALL
A GANG OF COUNTER-REVOLUTIONARIES OF COLLUDING WITH HOSTILE FORCES
OVERSERS.

FPEKING RADIO LAST NIGHT CARRIED A REFPORT FROM THE NEW CHINAR NEWS
AGENCY OF A LETTER FROM THE PARTY CENTRAL COMMITTEE AND THE STATE
COUNCIL ADDRESSED TO COMMUNIST PARTY MEMBERS AND THE WHOLE NATION.

THE FULL TEXT OF THE LETTER FOLLOWS:

"AT PRESENT THE SITUATION IN PEKING IS GRIM. IN THE FAST MONTH
AND MORE, AN EXTREMELY FEW PEOPLE WITH ULTERIOR MOTIVES HAVE
PURFOSELY CREATED TURMOIL. SINCE THE SMALL HOURS ON 3RD JUNE, THIS
TURMOIL HAS DEVELORED INTO A HORRIFYING COUNTERREVOLUTIONARY RIOT™.

"THE EXTREMELY FEW RIOTERS HAVE INCITED SOME PEORLE WHO DO NOT
UNDERSTAND THE TRUTH OF THE MATTER TO COMMIT ALL KINDS OF VIOLENCE.
THEY STORRFED THE MARTIAL LAW TROOFS FROM ENTERING THE DOWNTOWN AREA
AND TIANANMEN SQUARE TO ENFORCE MARTIAL LAW. THEY SMASHED AND BURNED
MORE THAN 10@ MILITARY TRUCKS AND PUBLIC TRANSFORTATIUON VEHICLES.
THEY INSULTED, BEAT UF, AND KIDNAPPED CADRES AND FIGHTERS, OFFICERS
AND MEN OF THE ARMED FOLICE, AND PUBLIC SECURITY CADRES AND POLICE."

"THEY LOOTED RIFLES, AMMUNITION, AND OTHER MILITARY EQUIFMENT.
THEY STORMED ZHONGNANHAI, THE GREAT HALL OF THE PEOFLE, THE CENTRAL
BROADCASTING AND TELEVISION BUILDING, PUBLIC SECURITY ORGANS, AND
OTHER CRUCIAL, LEADING DEFARTMENTS. THEY LOOTED SHOPS AND BURNED :
DOWN POLICE SENTRY POSTS. THEY HAVE ALS0O CRUELLY MURDERED DOZENS OF
FIGHTERS OF THE PEOPLE'S LIBERATION ARMY AND ARMED FOLICE CORPS.
THEY EVEN HUNG THE BODIES OF THE DEAD SOLDIERS ON BUARDRAILS AT
INTERSECTIONS".:

"THE ~URFOSE OF THEIR RIOTS 15 TO NEGATE THE FARTY'S LERDERSHIR
AND SOCIALIST SYSTEM, AND TO SUBVERT THE PEOPLE'S REPUEBL.IC. THEY
HAVE OFENLY CALLED FOR TAKING UFP ARMS TO OVERTHROW THE GOVERNMENT.
AND PUBLICLY CLAMOURED TO KILL ALL 47 MILLION COMMUNIST PARTY
MEMBERS.

"THE MASTERMINDS AND ORGANISERS OF THIS COUNTERREVOLUTIONARRY .
RIOT ARE MAINLY THE EXTREMELY FEW FPEOFLE WHO HAVE, FOR A LONG PERIOD
OF TIME, DOGGEDLY PERSISTED IN TAKING THE STAND OF BOURGEODIS
LIBERALISATION AND ENGAGED IN POLITICAL CONSPIRACY: WHO HAVE
COLLUDED WITH HOSTILE FORCES OVERSEAS AND IN OTHER COUNTRIES: AND
WHO HAVE FROVIDED PARTY AND STATE VITAL SECRETS TO ILLEGAL
ORGANISATIONS. THOSE WHO CAME OUT TO COMMIT ALL SORTS OF VIDLENLE
ARE MAINLY PEOPLE WHO HAVE BEEN RELEASED FROM PRISON AFTER SERVING
THEIR TERM, EBUT WHO HAVE NOT BEEN FROPERLY REFORMED: THE POLITICAL
GANGS OF HOOLIGANS: REMNANTS OF THE GANG OF FOUR: AND OTHER SOCIAL
DREGS". MORE FOLLOWS BERC MON @c:24 @SQ06 MR/MM @3:40 @5 JUN 83 NNNN
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AS BROADCAST ON PEKING RADIO, THE LETTER WENT ON:
"BASICALLY, THEY ARE A GANG OF COUNTER-REVOLUTIONARIES WHO

HARBOUR DEEFR HATRED FOR THE COMMUNIST FARTY AND SOCIALIST SYSTEM. IT

IS A WELL-KNOWN FACT THAT, IN THE PAST MONTH AND MORE., THE
GOVERNMENT HAS REFPEATEDLY EXERCISED RESTRAINT TOWARD THE TURMOIL
CREATED BY THE EXTREMELY FEW FPEOPLE WHO HAVE BEEN DECEIVING THE
MASSES. HOWEVER, THE EXTREMELY FEW PEOFLE THOUGHT THAT THE
GOVERNMENT IS WEAK AND GULLIRBLE, FURTHER INTENSIFIED THEIR
ACTIVITIES, AND FINALLY STARTED THE COUNTER-REVOLUTIONARY RIOT.

"FACED WITH THIS SERIOUS SITUATION, THE CHINESE PEOPLE'S
LIBERATION ARMY MARTIAL LAW ENFORCEMENT TROOFS WERE DRIVEN EEYOND
FOBREARANCE AND TQOK DECISIVE MEASURES TO RESOLUTELY SUBDUE THIS
RIOT. IN ORDER TO PREVENT CAUSING CASUALTIES AMONG INNGCENT PEORLE,
STARTING ON THE AFTERNOON OF 3RD JUNE, EMERGENCY ANNOUNCEMENTS WERE
REPEATEDLY MADE TO URGE THE EBROAD MASSES OF STUDENTS AND CITY
RESIDENTS NOT TO HAMRER THE MARTIAL LAW ENFORCEMENT TROOPS FROM
EXECUTING THEIR DUTIES. '

"IN THE COURSE OF SUEBDUING THE RIOT, THE MARTIAL LAW ENFORCEMENT
TROORS AGAIN DID THEIR BEST TO PREVENT BLOODSHED. HOWEVER. THE
EXTREMELY FEW THUGS FAID NO HEED TO THIS AND LAUNCHED FLAGRANT
ATTACKS ON THE MARTIAL LAW ENFORCEMENT TROOFS.

"UNDER THESE CIRCUMSTANCES, SOME CASUALTIES UCCURRED WHICH WARS
WHAT WE HATE TO SBEE. HOWEVER, WITHOUT ACTING IN THIS WAY, IT WOULD
HAVE BEEN IMPOSSIELE TO SUBDUE THE RIOTS, MORE AND MORE BLOODSHED
WOULD HAVE OCCURRED. THE FEOFLE'S REPUBLIC WHICH WAS ESTABLISHED IN
EXCHANGE FOR THE LIVES OF TENS OF THOUSANDS OF MARTYRS WOULD HAVE
BEEN SUBVERTED, SOCIALIST CONSTRUCTION AND THE ACHIEVEMENTS MADE IN
THE 1@ YEARS OF REFORM WOULD HAVE KEEN DESTROYED IMMEDIATELY., AND
THE WHOLE COUNTRY WOULD HAVE BEEN SHROUDED IN TERROR.

"THEREFORE, IT WAS AN ENTIRELY JUSTIFIED ACTION TOD DECISIVELY
SUBDUE THIS RIOT. THE DECISION CONFORMS WITH THE WISHES AND
FUNDAMENTAL INTERESTS OF THE FECFLE OF THE CAPITAL AND THE WHOLE
NATION".
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“RIOT NOT COMPLETELY PUT DOWN"j;:

THE LETTER SRID THE AUTHORITIES HAD WON THE INITIAL BATTLE BUT
THE RIOT HAD NOT BEEN COMPLETELY PUT DOWN AND A SMALL NUMBER OF
"RIOTERS" WOULD NEVER GIVE UP.

RS CARRIED BRY PEKING RADIO, THE LETTER SA1D:

"BY RELYING ON THE HEROIC STRUGGLE OF THE OFFICERS AND MEN OF
THE UNITS ENFORCING MARTIAL LAW, THE OFFICERS AND MEN OF THE GRMED
FOLICE CORFPS, AND PUBLIC SECURITY FERSUONNEL, AND BY RELYING ON THE
ACTIVE COORDINATION AND SURPORT OF THE VAST NUMBER OF THE MASSES AND
REVOLUTIONARY STUDENTS, WE HAVE WON THE INITIAL TRIUMPH IN PUTTING
DOWN THE RIOT. _ .

"HOWEVER, WE MUST BE SORERLY AWARE THAT THE COUNTERREVOLUTIONARY
RIOT HAS NOT BEEN COMPLETELY PUT DOWN. AN EXTREMELY SMALL NUMBER OF
RIOTERS WILL NEVER GLADLY GIVE UP. THEY WILL WAIT FOR AN OFFPORTUNE
MOMENT. TO HIT BACK AND WILL CONCOCT VARIOUS INCIDENTS. ALL FERTY
MEMBERS AND ALL PEOFLE OF THE COUNRY MUST BE ALERT AND UNITED TO
LAUNCH A RESOLUTE STRUGGLE AGAINST THEM SO AS TO SAFEGUARD THE FRUIT
OF REVOLUTION, CONSTRUCTION, AND REFORM. IF THEY DARE T0O CUONTINUE
CREATING CHROS, WE WILL STRUGGLE AGAINST THEM TO THE END.

"WE HAVE MARXISM AS OUR GUIDE: WE HAVE THE POWERFUL FEUOFLE'S
DEMOCRATIC DICTATORSHIF: WE HAVE TENS OF MILLIONS OF COMMUNIST FARTY
MEMBERS: WE HAVE MILLIONS OF SOLDIERS WHO ARE LOYAL TO THE FARTY AND
THE PEORLE: WE HAVE THE SUPPORT OF THE VAST NUMBER OF WORKERS,
PEASANTS, AND INTELLECTUALS, ALL DEMOCRATIC PARTIES, AND FATRIOTIC
FEOPLE IN ALL CIRCLES. WE ARE ENTIRELY CAPARLE AND CONFIDENT ABOUT
THOROUGHLY DEFEATING THEM AND PUTTING DOWN THIS RICT.

"ALL PARTY MEMEBERS. THE VAST NUMBER OF THE FEOFRLE. AND PATRIOTIC
FEOPLE IN ALL CIRCLES MUST RESFOND TO THE FARTY AND GOVERNMENT®S
CALL, MAKE A CLEAR DISTINCTION BETWEEN RIGHT AND THE WRONG, TRAKZ THE
INTERESTS OF THE WHOLE INTO ACCOUNT, AND PITCH IN IMMEDIATELY TO
LAUNCH A RESOLUTE STRUGGLE AGARAINST THE EXTREMELY SMALL NUMBER OF
PEOPLE WHO CREATED THE RIOT. THEY MUST NOT DO ANYTHING THAT SADDENS
THEIR OWN PEOFPLE AND GLADDENS THE ENEMY™. -

"IT IS NECESSARY TO BELIEVE THAT THE FPARTY AND GOVERNMENT ARE

FRODUCTION, ENSURE SUPPLIES, AND ACTIVELY SAFEGUARD SUCIAL SECLRINY

"PARTY ORGANISATIONS AT ALL LEVELS MUST HELF YOUNG STUDENTS AND
THE MASSES SEE WHAT IS RIGHT AND SENSIBLE, STRENGTHEN IDECGLOGICAL
AND POLITICAL WORK AMONG THEM, PATIENTLY EDUCATE THEM NOT TO REARDILY
BELIEVE OR SPREAD RUMDURS OR ESTABLISH TIES IN ANY FORM, LAUNCH A ,
STRUGGLE IN ORDER TO STARILISE THE SITUATION, CREATE A SAFE AND FINE
SO0CIAL ENVIRONMENT, AND CONTINUE TO ADVANCE CONSTRUCTION AND REFGRM
WITH ONE HEART AND ONE MIND".

THE LETTER, SIGNED EBY THE FARTY CENTRAL COMMITTEE AND THE STATE

OUR ARMY'S SPIRITUAL OUTLODOK OF BEING THE PDWERFUL AND CIVILISED
TROOHES IN NEART FORMATION WITH IRON-CLAD DISCIRLINE".
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
